5. Forall who serve in government and in politics,
especially in our own country;
that God fill them with wisdom, discernment of the common good,
and right judgement.

6. Forthe faithful departed, especially those who have died recently,
and all whose anniversary we keep.

7. We ask Mary, Mother of the Church, to join her prayers to ours: Hail Mary ...
