Priest

Reader

we pray that Christians may use well the media, including the internet,
to announce the Good News of the Gospel.

4. Forthose preparing for examinations;
may the presence of Christ bring encouragement, confidence, and success.

5.  For all members of our parishes, and all who worship with us today;
that we may be open to the prompting of the Holy Spirit,
grow strong in faith, and be faithful stewards of God’s many gifts to us.

6. Forthe faithful departed;
that God’s love will be complete in them in the glory of heaven.

7. We ask Mary, Mother of the Church, to join her prayers with ours: Hail Mary...
